Spray Gun Cleaner Type GWM 300

It is possible to obtain 100/150 gun washes from a 5 gal drum of solvent but results may vary upon how much 
paint material is left in your spray gun cup. We recommend regular changing of the solvent to ensure absolute 
cleanliness of your spray gun.

•	 Position machine in a well ventilated area. The extraction outlet will accept 3” hose and should be connected 
to an existing system or taken to the external part of a building and vented via the atmosphere.

•	 Connect the machine to the air supply. All air connections are located on the right hand side of the machine 
when viewed from the front.

•	 Connect earth wire on rear of machine to suitable earthing point.

Air Supply Pressure: 76 to 100 psi. Thread size: 1/4” NPT

PLEASE NOTE 
We advise using an air, dirt and water trap filter at the air inlet at the cleaner. This will 

protect the valves and cylinder from dirt and water contamination.

Action  � Add two drops of air tool oil into the air side of the two pumps inside the machine.

Frequence DAILY OPERATION & MAINTENANcE

 � Clean the suction filter every time you replace the solvent drums.

DO NOT ALLOW THIS TO FILL AND BLOCK

3. Locate the drain valve 
lever under the machine 
and turn lever to vertical 
position [2]

4. insert hose with suction filter into the 5 gal drum and enter drain tube [3-4].

5. push the 5 gal drum under machine aligning filler neck with bottom part of flexible hose [3-4].

6. place the full 1.3 gal container under the centre of the machine next to the 5 gal drum and insert the black ¼’’ 
nylon tube [3-4].

7. for solvent-based cleaning, installation of ground wire is required. Connect ground wires equipped with 
crocodile clamp located inside the machine to any metal solvent containers if used. The machine must also 
be grounded on a metal structure using the green ground wire located at the back as shown on the picture 
below [4].

1. fill a 5 gal drum

2. Transfer 1.3 gal of

We strongly recommend using a dirt / water trap and an air pressure regulator when 
using your GWM 300. 
The pressure regulator and filter should be installed on the compressed air inlet of the 
cleaner as shown in the picture.
The air pressure should be set between 76 and 100 psi.

for the most efficient clean, ensure the spray gun and cup are emptied from any residual paint prior to use 
the gWm 300 cleaner. We recommend to keep a waste paint drum beside the machine to reclaim waste paint.

4. Clean inside of the spray gun using the lower nozzle [g]
5.    Clean the spray gun surface and the paint cup using manual flow-through brush [h].

GENERAL  PREcAUTIONS

Before operating this spray gun washer, operators must be familiar with the correct 
operating procedures as detailed in the manufacturer’s Instruction Manual.
Do not tamper with the safety lid switch, which prevents the unit operating in the 
cleaning mode when the lid is open.
Close drain valve and close lid when the unit is not in use. All solvent should be 
drained from the cleaning tank before closing the drain valve.
Inspect solvent storage compartment daily to ensure there is no leaks from the 
solvent containers.
Replace solvent filter pad frequently (bimonthly replacement of the filter pad is 
recommended)
Always disconnect the air source before performing maintenance tasks.

FIRE HAZARDS Do not smoke or use other ignition sources near the cabinet.
E.g. no hot work, such as welding.

HEALTH HAZARDS

The cleaning solvent used will contain substances hazardous to health, typically 
acetone, methanol, white spirit, xylene and toluene. Air monitoring carried out with 
a recommended cleaning thinner has shown that concentrations do not exceed 
exposure limits. Levels were less than 50% of the mixed short-term exposure limit 
when the lid was open for removal of the spray gun, cups and hoses and just 6% 
of the limit during the cleaning cycle. Substances in the solvent however can be 
absorbed through the skin, see personal protection equipment.

VENTILATION
A local exhaust ventilation system as supplied with the machines, should be installed 
so that vapours are safely vented to atmosphere away from windows and other air 
inlets.

PERSONAL PROTEcTION 
EQUIPMENT

Suitable gloves must be worn when replacing and removing spray guns from the 
cleaning machine. Most glove manufacturers recommend Nitrile gloves for the 
solvent xylene and toluene, which can be absorbed through the skin.

WASTE DISPOSAL Waste solvent must be removed by a registered carrier to a disposal or recovery 
facility licensed to receive waste solvent.

EMERGENcY
AcTION

FIRE
In case of fire, use a form of dry powder extinguishing agent. Cool solvent drums 
exposed to fire with water spray.
FIRST AID
Eye contact with solvent- irrigate with clean water. Skin contact with solvent remove 
contaminated clothing, wash skin thoroughly with soap and water. Excess inhalation of 
solvent vapours – Remove to fresh air, seek medical attention
Accidental Ingestion – Do not induce vomiting, seek medical attention.
SPILLAGE OF SOLVENT
Contain and collect with non-combustible materials E.g. sand and earth. Do not 
allow to enter drains. Exclude sources of ignition. Ventilate area.
